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I. Profiles

The Institute of Business Research was founded in 1954 as the Nihon University Center for the Study of Tax Laws
with Professor Eiji Matsuba as its first director. Until April 1982, twice a year starting in the spring and autumn,
the center held a course in taxation called the "Zeiho Koza," which boasted a total enrollment of more than 9,000,
and contributed to the edification of many a corporate and certified public accountant. In response to the changing
times, the center redesigned the program, introducing introductory and advanced courses in 1972. In 1973, an
intermediate course was added, and in September of the following year, the program was expanded to include such
courses as Preparation for the Tax Law Examination, Basic Tax Laws, bookkeeping for grades 1, 2 and 3,
Salesmanship and Bookkeeping in English. Finally, a course entitled, "Preparation for Qualifying in the Final CPA
Examination" was added in 1977.

Although the center had amply been fulfilling its role as a supplementary center for the Department of Economics,
the Center for the Study of Tax Laws was dissolved in March 1977 and reorganized as the present Institute of
Business Research the following month. The Institute was positioned in 1977 as a research center dedicated
primarily to investigations in the fields of Business, Management and Accounting. The Institute began a host of
activities, including the series of surveys on business administration trends, the holding of monthly public research
meetings as well as the publication of Sangyo Keiei Kenkyu (the Journal of Business Research) and Shoho (the
Institute newsletter). The Surveys on Business Administration Trends, which were promoted by the Institute's
official first director, Professor Toshio Kikuchi, and its second director, Professor Hajime Miura, became one of
the Institute's most unique and prestigious activities. The surveys represented two years of research by scholars
and experts both within the university and from other institutions. The research was developed both theoretically
and empirically. Since 1979, forty three surveys in business administration trends have been conducted, the results
of which have been published as the series, Survey Reports on Business Administration Trends. With the primary
focus of these research projects being on investigation into the actual state of industry, the surveys include the
study and analysis of corporations, verifying hypotheses and gleaning the actual state of the industry. Thus, the
results of these research projects have proved extremely valuable, and, accordingly have received high acclaim
from the public by providing organizations and researchers affiliated with the survey projects with extremely
relevant information and valuable guidance. Finally, the Institute develops its research activities in a systematic
manner exemplified through the publication of the proceedings of the Monthly Public Research Meetings in
Shoho (the Institute newsletter). The topics discussed during the monthly meetings then appear in Sangyo Keiei
Kenkyu (Journal of Business Research), thus formalizing the research.

(3) Research of Business Administration Project

The Institute of Business Research conducts the following three categories of business research projects — (1)
Surveys on Business Administration Trends, (2) Industry-Academia Joint Studies and (3) General Research
Projects.

Of these, the “Surveys on Business Administration Trends” have been the institute’s most distinctive category of
research projects since 1978. Led by the teaching staff of College of Economics and involving participation even
from scholars belonging to other institutions, this is an invaluable project involving varied questionnaire surveys
aimed at getting real data on industry, management and accounting in Japan, analyzing the data, and verifying
hypotheses to confirm the actual state of affairs. The project also serves to provide a set of guidelines to the
Japanese economy and business management. So far, this project has been conducted 43 times, and research
findings have traditionally been published as Survey Reports on Business Administration Trends.

By contrast, the Industry-Academia Joint Studies and General Research Projects are new projects that were set up
in 2008. The former involves experimental studies conducted in collaboration with the industrial world. The latter
involves a variety of experimental and theoretical studies conducted using a variety of methods in addition to
questionnaire surveys.

Research findings from the three project categories described above are now published in the Research Reports of
Business Administration Project, previously known as the Survey Reports on Business Administration Trends.
